SUPPLY LIST:

Watercolor paper- 1/4 sheets (2-3) of stretched watercolor paper- I prefer Arches 140 pound but you may use what you like. If you use 300lb. it need not be stretched.

Brushes-

My preferences brushes would be round sable or natural bristle, in sizes 1, 3 and 5. I also currently like a size 6 filbert.  Bring YOUR favorite brushes and use them.

Paints- artist grade paints-any brand. My favorites are DaVinci.

Aureolin yellow
New Gamboge

Alizarin Crimson
Cadmium Red

Viridian Green
Hookers Green

Burnt Sienna
Pthalo (Winsor) Green

Cadmium Orange 

Watercolor palette- I use a “Robert E.Wood” as it has a lid, many deep wells for paint, and ample room for mixing colors.

Miscellaneous-

Spray bottle
Water container-plastic or such

Sponge, paper towel or tissues
Small garbage bags for your trash

Friskit (liquid masking) or you may choose to negative paint. I will demonstrate the use of liquid masking.
This is a SUGGESTED list for materials. The paints are colors that I have, so we will most likely be using them. They will make a wide range of colors. If you feel that you cannot get them, bring what you have and we will work with them.

You may bring some reference photos so that if you are finished the project early you may start on something else.
